   DRIVING ADVISORY FOR SOUTHERN GEORGIAN BAY COTTAGE COUNTRY ROADS 

(PENETANGUISHENE)-Cottagers on their way to the cottage and all other motorists should be aware of poor road and visibility conditions. Back roads that were snow covered are now covered in deep slush and ice making travel on these roads combined with fog treacherous. Ontario Provincial Police officers are currently investigating numerous  minor crashes on area roads along with vehicles into the ditch requiring tow trucks.
Officers are also reminding ice surface users that ice conditions are quickly becoming poor with the warm weather producing deep slush and weaking the ice. A combination of ground fog and weaking ice is a dangerous combination for ice surface users. Police are advising outdoor enthusiasts to stay off the ice and remember no ice is SAFE ICE.
