Bluewater beach Neighbourhood watch program
As a Bluewater Beach Association member, there are some areas of protection we can each address to make our neighborhood less attractive to would-be burglars and trespassers.

· Seasonal clean-up will give the impression that your residence is full-time rather than part-time

· Recycle bins & garbage cans should be collected after pick-up by neighbors if you won’t be back for an extended period

· If newspapers are being delivered to your Bluewater address but you will not be around, please ask them to stop delivery or have a neighbor pick them up weekly.  Having 3-4 old newspapers hanging around the driveway will give the unwanted folks reason to believe you’re not home

· Lights with nightly timers is a good idea and will indicate that someone is living full-time at your Bluewater residence

· Setting up festive lights or decoration on timers will also give the illusion that your home is not welcome by unwanted intruders during the holidays

· Radios on a nightly timer will also give noise protection to anyone surveying your property for future break-ins

· Making arrangements to have your driveway plowed once a week during winter months is an effective way to show folks that someone is expected or living there full-time
Communication with the Bluewater Community Watch Team

Please communicate all concerns regarding your property if any of the following occurs;

· Car break-ins

· Cottage or house break-ins

· Suspicious people or vehicles walking or parked on local Bluewater streets

The sooner we know about the possible dangers or issue’s within the community, the quicker we can send out notice to all members to be on alert and prepared to make arrangements for proper protection and security of their homes.
